EPICS V8.13 FEATURES 8 TOP WISHLIST ITEMS

The latest EPICS update contains eight items from the 2009 Wishlist, including
the top four items.

#1: A configuration setting now controls making changes to shipments that have
been invoiced. This includes the voiding of tickets or manifests.

#2: The Maintain Stock Inventory screen now includes a Change Log tab to track
manual changes to inventory items.

#3. You can now combine multiple invoices into a single PDF file when emailing
invoices to a customer. And even though other documents were not mentioned
in the wishlist request, we also provided the same capability for
acknowledgements and manifests.

#4:. On the Press Schedule screen, an item previously scheduled for one press
can be moved to another press simply by selecting the item, then filling in the
new fiel ®°Ps efsAdd ttwr Date _ _ and Shi ft

#15: A checkbox on the Print Invoices screen now allows you to bypass printing
of invoices that have been emailed to the customer.

#16: Estimated Hours and Area are now shown on the Order Backlog screen

#21: Identical items with different cut lengths can be combined to a single
wor korder . (See t he -QGeetsa rfibgla) worne of t hi

#37: The Base Price elements that were used to build the Base Price for an item
are now stored in a new table SOltemPriceDetail (which is not visible from
EPICS, but is available for reporting only.)

Other new features that were not on the 2009 Wishlist are:

1 The Print Workorder screen now allows the user to change Front Scrap,
Rear Scrap, Max Runout, and Max Billet.

1 The Right-click menu on SOIltem now includes an item to jump directly to
the Print Workorder screen. This will be especially valuable for press
operators who need to recalculate a workorder.

1 A configuration setting now allows warning order entry personnel if a Mill
Finish item (FinCode 000) includes a finishing department or includes
finishing pricing.
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1 A new configuration setting allows PackCode, ShipViaCode, and
ShipTermsCode to be pulled by default from the ShipTo customer rather
than the BillTo customer.

1 When posting Cutback, the user can now input the lineals used.

1 SysAdmins can add a button to the EPICS menu bar to launch another
program.
